It was noted that the meeting time was changed to 6:00 p.m. due to a conflict with the District Meeting and the Suffolk County Commissioners Meeting which was being hosted at the Commack Fire Department and starting at 8:00 p.m. This change was unanimously approved by the Board on Monday, February 12, 2024.  The Secretary posted the updated change on the website under Public Notices.

-transfer $100,000.00 from the General Fund to the Communications Reserve Fund.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Commissioner McFadzen thanked the District Treasurer, District Manager and District Secretary for their work on the grant for the bay doors.  The District received the $100,000.00 grant money via bank transfer on January 16, 2024.

Commissioner McFadzen reported that he is investigating replacing the roof at Station #2.  Any work would not take place until the Spring.

MMS TM/PP and unanimously approved to replace the carpet in the Company 1 room.
Commissioner McFadzen reported that the floor in the bathroom in the back room had to be replaced as an emergency expense due to water damage after one of the pipes broke.  The cost for the floor is $2,000.00.
Commissioner McFadzen reported that he will be replacing the couch in the Company 1 area.  He is obtaining pricing to replace the couch.

Commissioner McFadzen reported gathering information regarding work that needs to be done at Station #4.  He will report back to the Board once he has the information and pricing.

MMS SF/TM and unanimously approved to renew the annual Office 365 Business Premium License with SJC Computing for the amount of $1,134.00.
MMS SF/TM and unanimously approved to renew the annual HP Server Warranty for 2 HP Servers with SJC Computing for the amount of $3,272.00.

MMS SF/PP and unanimously approved to replace the District copier with a new copier as the current 5-year lease expires next month.  The new updated copier will be a lease in the amount of $295.00/month through Shore Office Systems.

MMS PP/TM and unanimously approved to purchase 4 Thermal Imaging Cameras for the Training Committee at the cost of $990.00/each for a total of $3,960.00.

MMS PP/SF and unanimously approved by Permissive Referendum to expend from the Reserve Fund for Apparatus & Equipment, a sum not to exceed one hundred thousand ($100,000.00) dollars for the purpose of purchasing a new Chief’s vehicle and equipment.  This is on State Bid.  Referendum No. 0224-02.

MMS PP/TM and unanimously approved to repair the SCBA Compressor in the amount of $18,000.00.
