Commissioner Paccione reported that the Board met with Tony Hill from Firefly Admin Inc. to review the LOSAP Annual Report.  Tony Hill advised the Board that the LOSAP is 98.4% funded, which is excellent.  Tony also suggested the Board adopt a resolution to Adopt Actuarial Equivalence Assumptions for the LOSAP.

Commissioner Fazio noted that when he became Commissioner the LOSAP was only 40% funded and that the current Board is the only Board to have the LOSAP almost 100% funded.
