MMS SF/TM and unanimously approved to renew the 2026 monthly maintenance contract with SJC Computing for the District Website and Computers for the amount of $500.00/month.

MMS SF/TM and unanimously approved to renew the 2026 monthly lease and maintenance contract with Source One Wireless for the wireless link in the amount of $1,100.00/month.


MMS TM/SF and unanimously approved that the bid for the Western Pro-Caster Stainless Steel Sander with 2-yard capacity with a minimum bid of $600.00, were opened on December 29, 2025 and one bid was received by Fortify Contracting LLC in the amount of $700.00.  Fortify Contracting was awarded the bid.

MMS TM/SF and unanimously approved (as per Commissioner Fazio’s research and suggestion) for the members to have a membership with the Suffolk Y.  Commissioner Fazio was able to negotiate a discounted rate of $5,500.00/year.  The Y will also offer a discounted rate for family members.  Members will need their CFD ID card in order to obtain a Suffolk Y membership card.


Commissioner McFadzen (for Commissioner Fazio) advised that all gym equipment with the exception of any equipment related to firematic training, must be removed from all buildings within 2 weeks due to liability issues.

NEW BUSINESS:

MMS PP/TM and unanimously approved by Permissive Referendum to expend from the Reserve Fund for Apparatus & Equipment, a sum not to exceed $72,000.00 for the purpose of purchasing 40 new air bottles.  (Referendum No. 0126-01).  

Commissioner Paccione advised that the District will be putting money aside for the next few years in order to purchase new packs in 2028.  The cost is approximately $291,000.00 to replace the packs.

MMS PP/TM and unanimously approved to purchase the following tabled equipment requests from December 2025 meeting:
